The Internet is a global information system with great educational potential and we are looking forward to incorporating its use into student learning at Normandale Hills.  Use of the Internet is a privilege and students are expected to use it appropriately.  As our classrooms become networked, students and staff have been involved in training sessions to become familiar with what is expected at Normandale Hills.
One of the objectives of the Bloomington Public Schools is to provide learners with the greatest access to appropriate information.  Making the Internet and World Wide Web accessible to students carriers with it the potential that some students might encounter information that is not appropriate for their use.  District policies guide the selection of education resources.  Web sites are the newest of these and will be utilized just as books, magazines, videos, movies, computer software, posters, etc., are utilized in the instructional and learning process in support of our curriculum.
It is important for you to know that the opinions, advice, services and other information expressed on the Internet are those of others and not those of the Bloomington Public Schools.  Students, staff and parents are advised that some web sites may contain inappropriate or offensive material.  School administrators and staff do not condone the use of such materials and do not permit usage of those materials in the school environment.  
Another important thing for you to know is that our students are expected to respect the network linking our classrooms and school to the Internet.  Along with demonstrating web sites, we are also talking with students about the importance of being a network user.
Students who knowingly use the Internet inappropriately, or who cause damage to the network or computer equipment will be dealt with according to the discipline policies of the district and the individual school.  The building administrator reserves the right to terminate the access privileges of any student who violates the guidelines as stated on the enclosed consent form.
Please read over the guidelines and indicate your understanding by signing the Internet Use and Consent Form.  Have your child return it to the classroom teacher.  Thank you.

Respect the network.  Use Internet time and limited resources wisely.

Respect system security.

Abide by district guidelines for students publishing on the Internet.  Any items produced by students will not be posted without their permission and that of their instructor and parents/guardians.  If permission is granted, items will be considered fair use and available to the public.
