The district policy for attendance is reprinted below for your review.  According to the No Child Left Behind requirements followed by the State of Minnesota and Bloomington Public schools, all children should have a 95% or better attendance record.

Bloomington School District Attendance Guidelines based on Policy #541 School Attendance, states the following:


Parents are…legally responsible to make sure that their children attend school unless they 

are lawfully excused.


Excused absences are verified by a phone call or note from a parent or guardian.  These include:



*a.
Personal illness.



*b.
Serious illness or death in student’s immediate family.



*c.
Medical/dental appointments (partial day).



  d.
Major religious holidays



  e.
Legal matters, court appearances.



  f.
Other activities as approved by the school (including vacation up to 15 days

submitted in writing for pre-approval by the principal).

* Documentation required if excessive.


Children age 12 and under

· 3 unexcused absences – a letter from the Principal will be sent as a warning

· 6 unexcused absences – a referral will be made to the Hennepin County Attorney’s Office

· 9 unexcused absences – the school will make a child protection report to the Hennepin County Attorney’s Office

Tardiness

Students are expected to be in their assigned areas at designated times.  Failure to do so 

constitutes tardiness.  Tardiness for oversleeping, transportation problems, running late, 

parental issues, eating breakfast at school are not excused.  

Three unexcused tardies equal 1 unexcused absence.
