Course Description:
Students in the LOOK World Literature English class will continue to develop their abilities in the major focus areas of English: writing (composition, reading (literature), grammar, and vocabulary. The general objectives of LOOK English are similar to those in mainstream English classroom; however, the material chosen to achieve those objectives is modified. For example, the reading level of the literature may be lower and/or the length is shorter.  Literature follows a genre approach. Students read short stories, nonfiction, poetry, drama, mythology, and novels. The primary emphasis is on reading for comprehension.  

Students complete the essential standards in Basic Composition & Reading Comprehehnsion by responding to prompts similar to those on the Minnesota Basic Skills Test in Written Composition & Reading Comprehension. Students have additional practice in sentence mechanics and grammar.  Students will also complete a longer project (i.e., autobiography or biographical research) during the course.

Comprehension

Analyze a variety of nonfiction materials selected from journals, essays, speeches, biographies and autobiographies.

• Summarize and paraphrase main idea and supporting details.

• Trace the logical development of an author’s argument, point of view or perspective and evaluate the adequacy, accuracy and appropriateness of the author’s evidence in a persuasive text.

• Make inferences and draw conclusions based on explicit and implied information from texts.

• Evaluate clarity and accuracy of information, as well as the credibility of sources.

• Synthesize information from multiple selections in order to draw conclusions, make predictions, and form interpretations.

Literature

Read, analyze and evaluate traditional, classical and contemporary works of literary merit from World literature.

• Analyze, interpret and evaluate the use of figurative language and imagery in fiction and nonfiction selections, including symbolism, tone, irony and satire.

• Analyze the characteristics of literary forms.

• Synthesize ideas and make thematic connections among literary texts, public discourse, media and other disciplines.

• Respond to literature using ideas and details from the text to support reactions and make literary connections.
